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Chairman Porter and members of the House Energy & Natural Resources Committee, my name is
Eric Volk. I am the executive director of the North Dakota Rural Water Systems Association (NDRWSA).
Our vision is to ensure all of North Dakota has access to affordable, ample, and quality water. NDRWSA
is committed to completing and maintaining North Dakota’s water infrastructure for economic growth and
quality of life. We work with all the state's small/rural water and wastewater systems. Today, I am
submitting testimony in support of House Bill 1577, which seeks to create a wastewater infrastructure
grant program.

The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and the Public Finance Authority administer the
Clean Water State Revolving Fund Program (CWSRF). This low-interest (usually 2%) loan program
assists communities with various water-quality infrastructure projects. The program dates back to 1987
and has a long history of providing ND wastewater systems with an affordable option for financing their
projects.

According to the CWSRF FY2025 Draft Intended Use Plan (attached), 300 projects seek over $1.3
billion in CWSRF funding. Typically, if a project is ready to proceed, the program has been able to assist
with loan funding. An additional $50 million in grant funding would help lessen the financial burden
placed on wastewater systems and their end users, who are ultimately responsible for paying the debt
incurred by the system.

The CWSREF uses a “Priority Ranking System” to help decide how best to use its funding. The
system's components are Affordability, Water Quality Improvements, Permit Compliance, Readiness to

Proceed, and Green Project Reserve (water efficiency, energy efficiency, green infrastructure, or other



environmentally innovative activities). The system could be used to help the DEQ distribute the grant
funds. Most ND wastewater systems serve less than 5,000 in population. Smaller systems often lack the
resources of their larger counterparts. The bill should be crafted to make sure the smaller systems receive
their equitable share of the funding. The committee should also look at the use of the term “project” in
determining funding caps. Several entities have multiple projects on the funding list. The cap should be
put on the entity rather than a project.
