Each of them should be fully convinced in their 
own mind. 

We cannot be a state that acknowledges “the Kingship of Jesus Christ” not only because of 
its direct violation of the constitution, specifically the first amendment Congress shall 
make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise 
thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press; or the right of the people 
peaceably to assemble, and to petition the Government for a redress of grievances, but 
also because those proposing this resolution do not know or follow the word of God 
themselves.
