His A-1H was hit by antiaircraft 

artillery.  Woods flew the burning aircraft 40 miles to the Tonkin Gulf, 

where he bailed out.  A Search and Rescue (SAR) helo arrived quickly, but 

Lieutenant Commander Woods was already dead. He received the Purple 

Heart.  

o Lieutenant Commander Woods is honored on Panel 02e, Line 97 of 

the Vietnam Veteran's Memorial in Washington, DC.  

o Resident of Bottineau. 

o Left behind by his wife Elaine, son Mark and daughters Jennifer and Kathryn. 

o Interred: Arlington National Cemetery VA
