Chairman Beard and Members of the Senate Education Committee: 

My name is Joe Kolosky, and I am the Director of the Office of School 

Approval & Opportunity with the Department of Public Instruction (NDDPI).  I am 

here to speak in favor of House Bill 1510, a bill to aid new teachers in financial 

planning services, and an opportunity to offer a pathway for childcare in school 

buildings.
