• Encourages stakeholder engagement, ensuring that parents, educators, and students 12 
have a voice in shaping policies that reflect their unique needs. 13 

• Requires periodic review, allowing policies to adapt to new research and best practices 14 
over time. 15 

This bill does not impose a one-size-fits-all mandate but instead empowers local districts to 16 
establish policies that align with the goals of student learning and well-being. 17
