The U.S. Supreme Court has
long upheld the principle that the government cannot restrict access to information based on
subjective viewpoints. Removing or restricting books from public circulation exposes North Dakota
libraries to costly legal challenges and undermines the fundamental freedoms our democracy
depends on.

Public libraries exist to serve diverse communities with a wide range of perspectives. Censorship
laws like SB 2307 set a dangerous precedent, allowing government overreach into what individuals
canread, learn, and explore. | respectfully ask this committee to reject this bill and stand in
defense of intellectual freedom and constitutional rights for all North Dakotans.
