Many of our members are rural water systems who have shared concerns with how

SB 2379 could impact the important work they do providing clean and reliable drinking
water to rural residents and small communities across North Dakota. When survey work
is done for siting rural water projects, the general practice is to provide notice via mail.
This practice is working with no measurable issues.

If SB 2379 were to pass, rural water projects will take longer to complete at greater cost
to both the state and local residents who pay for these projects. For these reasons we
ask for a ‘do not pass’ on SB 2379.
