SCR 4006 is a resolution that asks:

“That the Sixty-ninth Legislative Assembly urges Congress to enact legislation
establishing federal protections for the wild horse herd of Theodore Roosevelt
National Park to ensure the long-term health and preservation of the herd for
generations to come.” SCR 4006 is a resolution asking our federal legislators for help to
secure federal protection for this herd.

SCR 4006 states that The state of North Dakota wants federal protection for Theodore
Roosevelt National Park horse herd. The park has a long history of continually trying
to get rid of the horses. One of their methods is to use GonaCon in a way that is far too
aggressive for typical birth control.
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
