Supporting this compact not only helps military families but also enhances the overall capacity 

of our social service systems. It enables our communities to tap into a broader pool of qualified 

social workers who can provide critical services to those in need, including the military 

connected population. 

Adopting this compact demonstrates North Dakota’s commitment to being a military-friendly 

state and reinforces our dedication to ensuring that all residents have access to the support they 

need. By reducing barriers for social workers, we can foster a more effective and responsive 

system that addresses the diverse needs of our entire population.
