A BILL for an Act to create and enact a new section to chapter 50-11.1 of the North Dakota

Century Code, relating to the establishment of a child care workforce recruitment and retention

program.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new section to chapter 50-11.1 of the North Dakota Century Code is created
and enacted as follows:
Child care workforce recruitment and retention program - Incentive payment.
1. The department shall establish a child care workforce recruitment and retention
program to address child care workforce shortages. The department shall remit a

monthly incentive payment to each licensed early childhood services provider based

the premise under the license. The monthly payment is calculated at:
a. Fifty dollars per number of infants:
b. Thirty dollars per number of toddlers; and

c. _ Fifteen dollars per number of school-aged children.
2. Payments maymust be made when a provider submits information to the department

on a quarterly basis regarding the average number of enrolled children for the
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e eligible to receive ayment un his section, a provider may not hav

jeopardizes the immediate safety of children.

4. Each provider receiving a payment under this section must submit an annual report to
the department regarding how the incentive payments received under this section

were used to directly address salary and benefit needs of child care workers.
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
