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be and remain in force, except as modified by the provisions
of this act.

§ 30. Repealing clause.] Section twelve hundred and fifty-
seven (1257) of the Civil Code, and sections six hundred and
forty-two (642) and six hundred and fifty-six (656) of the Penal
Code, are hereby repealed.

§ 31. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage and approval.

CHAPTER 47.

AN ACT to amend Section Six Hundred and Forty-seven of the Civil Code.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of
Dakota:

§ 1. Letters patent and receiver's receipts.] That subdi
vision three of section six hundred and forty-seven of the
Civil Code, is amended to read as follows: "3. Letters
patent from the United States and final receiver's receipts
from United States land offices, may be recorded without ac
knowledgment or further proof."
