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excess of twenty-five dollars shall be placed in a general inmates’
benefit fund, and one-half shall be placed to the inmates’ personal
account. The warden of the state penitentiary shall keep a correct
account of the inmates’ benefit fund, showing receipts and expendi-
tures.

§ 3. RULEs AxD REGULATIONS.] The board of trustees of the
state penitentiary shall have full power to formulate rules and regu-
lations for the payment of the wages to the inmates, and to deter-
mine what portion of the maximum wages shall be paid; provided,
that no wages shall be paid except for labor performed by the in-
mate. '

§ 4. Rerear.] All acts or parts of acts in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed.

VILLAGE TREASURER.

AN ACT to Amend Section 2834, Artcle 7, Chapter 31 of the Revised Codes
of the State of North Dakota for 1905, Relating to Powers and Duties
of Village Officers.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. AMENDMENT.] Section 2884 of the revised codes of North
Dakota, is amended so as to read as follows:

§ 2884. DuUTIES OF VILLAGE TREASURER.] The treasurer of each
incorporated village shall so keep his accounts as to show where and
from avhat sources all moneys paid him have been derived, and to
whom and when such moneys or any part thereof have been paid.
The treasurer shall grant all licenses authorized by this chapter upon
the presentation of the receipt of the marshall that said money there-
for has been paid to said marshal. His books, accounts and vouch-
ers shall at all times be subject to the examination of the board of
trustees, and it is its duty to examine the same at a regular meeting
of such board on some day between the first and last Mondays of
February in each year, and have a settlement with said treasurer.

§ 2. RepeaL.] All acts and parts of acts in conflict with the pro-
visions of this act are hereby repealed.
