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account of all moneys received or expended, such report to be 
printed in the director's report for e�h biennial period. 

§ 12. EMERGENCY.] An emergency is hereby declared to exist
in that there is no law regulating the nursery business in this 
state, and this act shall take effect and be in force from and 
after the date of its passage and approval.

OFFICES AND QUALIFICATIONS OF OFFWERS. 
AN ACT To Amend Sootion 417 of the Revised Codee of North Dakota 

for the Year 1905, Relating to Officers and Offices, and the Qualifications 
of Officers. 

Be lt Enacted by lhe Legislative Assembly of the Stale of Norlh Dakola: 

§ 1. AMENDMENT.] That section 417 of the revised co.des
of North Dakota, 1905, be and the same is hereby amended and 
re-enacted to read as follows: 

§ 417. WHEN OFFICERS SHALL QUALIFY.] Except when other­
wise specially provided, all state, district, county and precinct 
officers shall qualify on or before the first l\Ionday of January 
next succeeding their c-lection, or within ten days thereafter, 
and on said first 1\fonday of January or within t.en days there­
after, enter upon the discharge of the duties of their office, p_ro­
vided that county auditors slrnll qualify on or before the first 
Monday of April next succeeding. their election or within teu 
days thereafter, and on said first l\Ionday of April or within 
ten days thereafter enter upon the discharge of the duties of 
their office, and provided further, that county treasurers shall 
qualify on or before the first Monday of lay next succeeding 
their election, or within ten days thereafter, and on said first 
Monday of May or within ten days thereafter, enter upon the 
di!'charge of the duties of their office. § 2. REPE.-H,.l All acts or parts of acts in conflict with the
provisions of this :wt arr hereby repealed.
