,RELATING TO THE TIME OF GRANTING INJUNCTIONS,
AN ACT To Awmeud SBection 6931 of the Revised Codes of 19035, Rclative
te the Time of Granting Injunctions.

Be It Enacted by the Legisiative Assembly of the State of North Dakola:

§ 1. AmeNpMENT.] That section 6931 of the revised codes of
1905 be amended so as to read as follows:

§ 6931. InJuNcTION. WHEN GRANTED. LimitaTion,] The in-
Junction may be granted at the time of commencing the action
or at any time afterwards before judgment upon its appearing
satisfactorily to the court or judge, by the affidavit of the plain-
tiff, or of any other person, that sufficient grounds exist there-
for. A copy of the affidavit must be served with the injunction.
Provided, however, that in no case shall a longer period than six
months elapse before the hearing ef the merits of the case shall
be had for the purpese of deciding the question as to the justice
or necessity of making the temporary restraining order per-
manent.

CCOUNTIES LIABLE FOR FXPENSES OF INSANE,

AN ACT to Amend and Re-Fraect Seetion 3, Chapter 137 of the Session
Laws of 1907 Relating to the Payment of Costs of Treatment and
Board of Patients in the Insune Houpita).

Be It Enacied by the Leygislative Assemibly of the Stute of North Nakota:

§ 3. Cost or TREATMENT. 1Iow pDETERMINED.] The board of
trustees of the state hospital for the insane shall from time to
time fix the amount to be paid for the board, care and treatment
of the patients, which shall not exceed the sum of fifteen dollars

per month for residents of the state; provided, however, that all
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non-residents shall pay the actual cost of care and treatment,
and the amounts so fixed shall be the sum the state hospital for
the insane shall be entitled to demand for keeping any patient,
and the certificate to that effect, subseribed and sworn to by the
superintendent, shall be evidence of the amount due as fixed.

§ 4. EMERGENCY.] An emergency exists in this that no ade.
quate means is provided by law for the adequate maintenance
of the inmates of the state hospital for the insanpe, this act shall
be in force from and after its passage and approval.

CHAPTER 156.

PRIORITY OF CLAIMS IN INSOLVENCY PROCEEDINGS,
AN ACT to Amend Section 7782 of the Revised Codes of 1905, Relating
to the Priority of Claima in Insolveucy Preceedings.

Be It Enacted by he Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakoto:

§ 1. AMeENpMENT.] That section 7782 of the revised codes
of the state of North Dakota 1905 be and the same is herehy
amended and re-enacted so as to read as follows:

§ 7782. The following claims shall be entitled to priotity and
the first to be paid in full in their order:

1. All debts due the United States and all debts due to and
taxes assessed by this state or any county, city or town therein.
Except, however, all debts due to the state, county, city, or town
required by law to-be secured by a good and sufficient bond.

2. All debts owihg for the wages of servants, laborers, mechan-
ics and clerks for labor performed within one year next preced-
ing the commencement of proceedings in insolvency.

3. Al debts due physicians for medical attendance on the
debtor or his family rendered within six months prior to the
commencement of proceedings in insolvency to an amount mnot
exceeding fifty dollars,

4, All debts due persons, who by the law of the United States
or of this state, are or may be entitled to priority or preference
in like manner as if this chapter had not been enacted.

5. Legal fees, costs, and expenses of suit and for the custody
of property attached and the cost of such attachment, when the
attachment has been dissolved by bond given by the defendant,
if the claim upen which the action was eommeneed is proved
against the estate of the debtor.
