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rules and regulation of the American Legion, is guilty of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction thereof, shall be punishable by a fine of not less than
ten and not exceeding one hundred dollars for each and every offense.

CHAPTER 3.
(S. B. No. 33.—Garberg.)

TRESPASS OF ANIMALS.

AN ACT to amend and re-enact Section 2625, Compiled Laws of North
Dakota for 1913, relating to trespass of animals.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North Dakota:

§ 1. That Section 2625, Compiled Laws of the State of North
Dakota for 1913 be, and the same hereby is, amended and re-enacted to
read as follows:

§ 2625. Trespass oF SWINE, GoATs AND SHEEP.] Any person
owning or having in charge in. any county, adopting the provisions here-
of as herein provided, any swine, goats or sheep which shall trespass upon
the lands or premises of another, including premises in towns, villages and
cities, whether such lands or premises are fenced or not fenced, shall be
liable to any party sustaining such injury for all damages he may sustain
by reason of such trespassing.
