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for current expenses, the governing board and authorities of such
municipalities shall be authorized to convert said honds into cash.

§ 2. Ewmircency.] This act is hereby declared to be an emer-
gency measure and shall be in full force and effect from and after
its passage and approval.

CODE, PROVISION FOR INCLUDING, SPECIAL SESSION
LAWS

An Act to include in the printed volumes of the North Dakota Revised
Code of 1943, all of the laws enacted at the extraordinary session
of the North Dakota 28th Legislative Assembly, commencing March
20, 1944, and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of North
Dakota:

§ 1. That the Code Revision Commission of the State of
North Dakota be directed to prepare the laws adopted by this special
session of the 28th Legislative Assembly, for publication and to
deliver the same to the printer now publishing the New Revised
Code. The said Commission shall have authority to re-arrange the
printing of the North Dakota Revised Code of 1943 so as to include
the laws of this special session of the 28th Legislative Assembly in
the appendix or addenda of the Revised Code of North Dakota

for 1943.

§ 2. Ewmercexcy.] This act is hereby declared to be an emer-
gency and shall be in full force and etfect from and after its passage
and approval.
