LOCATION OF SCHOOL FOR THE BLIND

A concurrent resslution providing for the amendment of the constitution
of the state of North Dakota.

Be It Resolved by the Senate of the Slale of North Dakota, the
House of Representatives Concurring Therein:

The following amendment to the constitution of the state of
North Dakota is agreed to and shall be submitted to the qualified
clectors of North Dakota for approval or rejection at the primary
election in June, 1952, in accordance with the provision of section
202 of the North Dakota constiiution as amended :

““The blind asyvlum shall be known as the North Dakota
school for the blind and may be removed from the county of
Pembina to such other location as may be determined by the board
of administration to be in the best interests of the students of
such institution and the state of North Dakota.’’
