MEMORIAL TO DECEASED MEMBERS OF THE SENATE

A memorial resolution for deceased members of the Senate of the
state of North Dakota.

WHEREAS, since the adjournment of the thirty-fourth legis-
lative assembly, God in His wisdom has seen fit to summon
to eternal rest His servants and our former colleagues:

Carroll Day, who served in the twenty-eighth to the thirty-
fourth legislative assemblies, inclusive, from the sixth legisla-
tive district, died March 3, 1956.

C. W. Fine, who served in the nineteenth session of the
legislative assembly in the house of representatives and who,
subsequently, served as a member of the senate in the twen-
tieth to the twenty-fifth legislative assemblies, inclusive, from
the twentieth legislative district, died March 20, 1956.

Edward Greene, who served in the twenty-fourth and
twenty-fifth legislative assemblies, from the eighteenth legis-
lative district, died June 21, 1956.

J. J. Kehoe, who served in the twenty-seventh, twenty-
eighth, and twenty-ninth legislative assemblies, from the
twenty-second legislative district, died December 10, 1956.

Reinhart Krenz, who served in the twenty-ninth to the
thirty-fourth legislative assemblies, inclusive, from the forty-
third legislative district, died January 29, 1957.

Robert S. Lewis, who served in the seventh and eighth
legislative assemblies from the ninth legislative district, and
who, subsequently was elected and served as lieutenant gover-
nor of the state of North Dakota during the years 1907, 1908,
1909 and 1910, died May 23, 1956.

Nels Magnuson, who served in the fifteenth, sixteenth and
seventeenth sessions of the legislative assemblies in the house
of representatives, and who, subsequently, served as a member
of the senate in the eighteenth to the twenty-third legislative
assemblies, inclusive, from the twenty-eighth legislative dis-
trict, died October, 1955.

Simon Stewart McDonald, who served in the twenty-third
and twenty-fourth legislative assemblies, from the twenty-
seventh legislative district, died May 24, 1956.
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William Patten, who served in the seventeenth to the
twenty-third legislative assemblies, inclusive, from the forty-
fourth legislative district, died January 5, 1957.

R. M. Streibel, who served in the twenty-fifth to the thirty-
fourth legislative assemblies, inclusive, from the thirty-third
legislative district, died August 19, 1956.

Arthur Trovatten, who served in the twenty-third and
twenty-fourth legislative assemblies, from the third legisla-
tive district, died September 2, 1954.

WHEREAS, today, we as members of the senate of the thirty-
fifth legislative assembly of the state of North Dakota, pause
to mourn the passing of our former colleagues and to honor
their memories; and

WHEREAS, these men rendered outstanding service to the
people of this state by their contribution to their fellow men
and their communities:

Thirty-fifth Legislative Assembly Of The State Of North
Dakota:

That we express our keen sorrow on their passing and our
appreciation, on behalf of the people of North Dakota, of the
loyal and devoted service of these, our former colleagues.

Be It Further Resolved, that for the perpetuation of their
memory, this token of respect and sympathy by their succes-
sors in trust be printed in the Journal of the Senate and that
duly enrolled copies of this resolution be presented by the
secretary of state to the surviving families of these deceased
senators.
