PHILIP W. BLANK, who served in the Twenty-sixth
Legislative Assembly, from the thirtieth district, died January 22,
1972.

.CHARLES F. HARRIS, who served in the Thirty-seventh and
Thirty-eighth Legislative Assemblies, from the third district,
died April 9, 1971.

C. MELVIN OLSON, who served in the Twenty-eighth through
the Thirty-first Legislative Assemblies, from the thirty-eighth
district, died August 17, 1972.

ANDREW SKARVOLD, who served in the Twenty-fifth and
Twenty~sixth Legislative Assemblies, from the thirty-~seventh
district, died January 9, 1972.

ORVILLE WITTEMAN, who served in the Thirty-seventh through
the Thirty~ninth Legislative Assemblies, from the forty-third
district, died January 11, 1973.

GUST WOG, who served in the Seventeenth through the
Thirtieth, and the Thirty-third and Thirty-fourth Legislative
