The agency contracted with
federal engineering to complete the RFP which indicated the agency needs to
create a statewide wide area network.  The RFP allows the agency to receive
best pricing on hardware infrastructure costs and brings economic develop-
ment interest into the state by offering the possibility of high-speed broadband
Internet accessibility to the private sector.
