The Housing Finance Agency administers contracts for the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) project-based housing
developments located throughout the state.  The agency’s responsibilities
include the regulatory oversight of the facilities and the distribution of HUD
rental assistance payments to the facilities.  For the 2001-03 biennium, the
agency is administering contracts for 145 facilities throughout the state, an
increase of 55 facilities from the 1999-2001 biennium.

Program growth - The 2001 Legislative Assembly provided a special funds
appropriation of $16,072,076 for program growth in the rental housing for
low-income families program.
