Major Legislation Affecting the Department of Public Instruction

House Bill No. 1141 - Reorganization bonuses - This bill provides that school districts may receive an advance of $15,000 per
district for the purpose of studying and planning for reorganization.  If the districts reorganize, the money advanced will be deducted
from their reorganization bonus.  If the districts do not reorganize, the money advanced must be repaid.  The fiscal note indicates a
2001-03 biennium general fund cost of $30,000.



House Bill No. 1145 - Weighting factors - This bill adjusts the weighting factors used to distribute foundation aid payments.
Weighting factors are adjusted for the first year of the 2001-03 biennium by 85 percent of the difference between the statutory factor
and the factor representing the five-year average cost of education.  Weighting factors for the second year of the biennium are the
factors representing the five-year average cost of education.  Current law provides that weighting factors are adjusted by 75 percent
of the difference between the statutory factor and the five-year average cost of education.  

House Bill No. 1293 - Standards-based assessments - This bill directs the Department of Public Instruction to administer
standards-based student achievement tests, report the compiled results to the Legislative Council, and offer technical assistance to
school districts to interpret the test results.  The fiscal note indicates an anticipated 2001-03 biennium general fund cost of
$1,457,010, which is $167,367 more than the amount provided in House Bill No. 1013.

House Bill No. 1301 - Reorganization bonuses - This bill excludes $2 million from the amount to be distributed from unspent
foundation aid at the end of the 1999-2001 biennium and provides a general fund appropriation of $3 million for the 2001-03
biennium for reorganization bonus payments to qualifying school districts (see Senate Bill No. 2200).

House Bill No. 1321 - Limited English proficiency payments - This bill changes the formula for the distribution of limited English
proficiency payments.  The fiscal note indicates a 2001-03 biennium general fund cost of $800,000, which is $350,000 more than
the amount appropriated in House Bill No. 1013.   

House Bill No. 1344 - Foundation aid and teacher compensation payments - This bill increases per student foundation aid
payments to $2,255 the first year of the 2001-03 biennium and $2,278 the second year and provides a formula for the distribution of
teacher compensation payments.  The appropriations for foundation aid and teacher compensation are included in House Bill
No. 1013.

Senate Bill No. 2200 - Reorganization bonuses - This bill excludes $3 million from the amount to be distributed from unspent
foundation aid at the end of the 1999-2001 biennium and provides a general fund appropriation of $3 million for the 2001-03
biennium for reorganization bonus payments to qualifying school districts (see House Bill No. 1301).

Senate Bill No. 2268 - Data envelopment analysis - This bill provides a $100,000 general fund appropriation to the Department of
Public Instruction for continuing the data envelopment analysis project.
