Major Legislation Affecting the Public Service Commission
Section 2 of House Bill No. 1008 includes the statutory changes necessary to increase the Public Service Commissioners’ salary as
follows:

Annual salary authorized by the 1999 Legislative Assembly:

$64,569January 1, 2001
$59,428July 1, 2000
$58,262July 1, 1999

Proposed annual salary recommended in the 2001-03 executive budget:

$69,874July 1, 2002
$68,504January 1, 2002
$66,509July 1, 2001

House Bill No. 1091 increases fee charges for testing and certifying weighing and measuring devices by 10 percent.  (This bill has
passed the House.)

Senate Bill No. 2074 increases the annual license fee for grain warehouses and grain buyers by $50.  (This bill has passed the
Senate.)

Senate Bill No. 2410 provides for certain rural electric cooperatives and telecommunications companies to be under the jurisdiction
of the Public Service Commission.
