Major Related Legislation 

Senate Bill No. 2013 - Distribution of Special Education Aid - Section 4 of Senate Bill No. 2013 provides legislative intent that the
special education appropriation be distributed as follows:

1. $13,000,000 to reimburse school districts for special education contract costs ($335,000 more than the amount appropriated for
the 2001-03 biennium).

2. $400,000 to reimburse school districts for gifted and talented programs (no change from the amount appropriated for the 2001-03
biennium).

3. $36,498,695 distributed on a per student basis pursuant to North Dakota Century Code (NDCC) Section 15.1-27-10 ($335,000
less than the amount appropriated for the 2001-03 biennium).

Senate Bill No. 2013 - Payment for Limited English Proficiency - Section 5 of Senate Bill No. 2013 provides that $650,000 of the
amount appropriated for state school aid is for payments to school districts educating limited English proficient students as provided in
NDCC Section 15.1-27-12.

Senate Bill No. 2013 - Contingent State School Aid Distributions - Section 10 of Senate Bill No. 2013 provides that any state school
aid funds remaining unspent at the end of the 2003-05 biennium will be distributed as follows:

1. The first $1 million as reorganization bonus payments to school districts pursuant to NDCC Section 15.1-12-11.1.

2. The second $1 million as declining enrollment payments based upon actual declines in enrollment from 1999-2000 to 2002-03.

3. Any remaining amount as additional per student payments.

Senate Bill No. 2032 - Data Envelopment Analysis Project - This bill provides a $50,000 general fund appropriation to the
Department of Public Instruction for completing the department’s data envelopment analysis project.  The project involves an analysis of
comparable operating units for measuring and encouraging efficiency.  An initial general fund appropriation of $50,000 was provided for
the project by the 1997 Legislative Assembly, but the project has received no further funding.

Senate Bill No. 2066 - Revolving School District Equipment and Software Fund - This bill repeals NDCC Section 15.1-03-02
establishing the revolving school district equipment and software fund for the cooperative purchase by school districts of equipment and
software.

Senate Bill No. 2154 - Per Student Payments, Weighting Factors, and Teacher Compensation - This bill increases per student
state school aid payments from $2,347 in 2002-03 to $2,430 in 2003-04 and $2,528 in 2004-05.  The bill adjusts the weighting factors
used to distribute state school aid payments.  The intent of the bill is to adjust weighting factors for weighting factors for the first year of
the 2003-05 biennium by 85 percent of the difference between the statutory factor and the factor representing the five-year average cost
of education, as determined by the Department of Public Instruction.  Weighting factors for the second year of the biennium are
intended to be the factor representing the five-year average cost of education.  Current law provides that weighting factors are adjusted
by 75 percent of the difference between the statutory factor and the five-year average cost of education.  The bill also continues the
current level of teacher compensation payments of $1,000 for first-year teachers and $3,000 for second-year teachers and provides an
additional $500 per third-year returning teacher in the first year of the 2003-05 biennium and an additional $1,000 per fourth-year
returning teacher in the second year of the biennium.
