The 2003-05 biennium appropriation includes funding for 33 FTE positions, the same as the 2001-03 biennium.
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Related Legislation
Business climate study - House Bill No. 1504 appropriates $25,000 from the general fund to the Legislative Council for hiring a consultant to assist with an interim
study of North Dakota’s business climate. 

Information technology study - House Bill No. 1505 appropriates $350,000 from the general fund to the Legislative Council for hiring a consultant to assist with an
interim study of information technology organization and management and to hire a consultant to assist in the preparation of the request for proposals and consultant
oversight.

Legislative sound systems - Section 31 of Senate Bill No. 2015 appropriates $30,000 from the general fund to upgrade the sound systems in the legislative
chambers.
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
