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Major Related Legislation
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Senate Bill No. 2017 - Line item transfer authority - Section 3 of Senate Bill No. 2017 provides that the Adjutant General may
transfer up to $800,000 from various line items into the operating and capital assets line items for the maintenance and repair of state-
owned armories during the 2003-05 biennium.

Senate Bill No. 2017 - Unexpended general fund appropriations - Section 4 of Senate Bill No. 2017 provides that the Adjutant
General may transfer any unspent general fund appropriations from the 2001-03 biennium into the Adjutant General’s emergency fund
at the end of the 2001-03 biennium.
