Other Sections in Bill 
Section 4 of Senate Bill No. 2020 provides that, in addition to the amount appropriated as special funds, any other income received from
federal acts, private grants, gifts, and donations, or from other sources received by the Agronomy Seed Farm is appropriated for the
purpose designated in the act, grant, gift, or donation for the 2005-07 biennium.

Section 6 of Senate Bill No. 2020 authorizes the State Board of Higher Education to adjust or increase full-time equivalent positions for
the Agronomy Seed Farm and report any adjustments to the Office of Management and Budget.

Section 7 of Senate Bill No. 2020 authorizes the carryover of any unexpended general fund appropriation and excess income received
by the Agronomy Seed Farm.
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
