Governor's Prevention and Advisory Council on Drugs and Alcohol - 
The 2007 Legislative Assembly appropriated $100,000 from the community 
health trust fund to the Governor's office for defraying the expenses of the 
Governor’s Prevention and Advisory Council, established in Senate Bill 
No. 2276, for discouraging impaired driving and alcohol and drug abuse by 
minors. 

The Governor’s Prevention and Advisory Council on Drugs and Alcohol has 
been established and meetings have been held.  The council consists of 
14 members.  None of the funding has yet been spent but the council plans to
begin awarding grants in September 2008.
