Sections are added to the bill to:

e Amend 2009 Session Laws Chapter 20 Section 7 relating to Fargo flood control project funding and to provide for retroactive
application.

e Repeal 1999 Session Laws Chapter 535 Section 5 relating to the pledge of revenues from the Grand Forks Corporate Center.

e Providelegidative intent regarding a grant to Wildlife Services for animal control ($250,000), flood-related water projectsin the
Nelson County Water Resource District ($250,000), and the alocation of funding to the Garrison Diversion Conservancy District.

The emergency clause in the bill is amended to make the entire bill an emergency measure.

In addition, the amendment:
e Adds asection to create a new section to Chapter 61-04 relating to the metering of certain water sources.
e Provideslegidative intent relating to the use of funds for water project priorities.

Sections 9 and 15 relating to
remote metering were vetoed by Governor Jack Dalrymple.

The conference committee restored a grant to Wildlife Services in alegidative intent section to $250,000, the same as the Senate. The
House reduced the grant to $100,000.

The conference committee added a section relating to the metering of certain water sources, the same as the House, but did not include
legidative intent relating to the use of funds for water project priorities included in the House version. The section relating to the
metering of certain water sources was vetoed by Governor Dalrymple.

The conference committee restored a section repealing 1999 Session Laws Chapter 535 Section 5 relating to a pledge of revenues
from the Grand Forks Corporate Center removed by the House.

A legidative intent section relating to the Garrison Diversion Conservancy District removed by the House was not restored by the
conference committee.

In addition, the conference committee adopted the following amendments not included in the Senate or House versions:

e Added aprovision to Section 4 requiring the State Water Commission receive Budget Section approval prior to the expenditure of
any fundsin excess of the funding provided in the water and atmospheric resources line item.

e  Amended sections of the hill relating to Fargo flood control.

e Added sections relating to joint powers entities and commerce authorities. Sections were also added to provide for the application
and expiration of these sections.

e Added asection to provide for atransfer from the permanent oil tax trust fund of any unexpended funds appropriated by the
2009 Legidative Assembly prior to the end of the 2009-11 biennium.

o Added alegidative intent section relating to the funding of a reimbursement program for the remote metering of water permits.
This section was vetoed by Governor Dalrymple.
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
