TAKE NOTICE that the North Dakota Department of Human Services will hold a
public hearing to address proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code Chapter
75-02-02 at 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, September 30, 2009, in Bismarck, N.D. in the AV
Room - Room 210, located on the second floor of the Judicial Wing of the State Capitol.

The proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code Section 75-02-02, Medical
Services, are necessary to comply with an appropriations measure passed during the
2009 legislative session, as directed by House Bill No. 1012. The proposed
amendment will have an impact on the regulated community in excess of $50,000.

Section 75-02-02-08 is amended to clarify, establish, and revise eligibility criteria
for personal care services depending on a recipient's level of care.

Section 75-02-02-09.5 is amended to clarify; establish, and revise eligibility
criteria for personal care services depending on a recipient's level of care. In addition,
this section is amended to establish that personal care services may be terminated if
services are not used within 60 days after the issuance of the authorization to provide
personal care services, and to allow the Department to deny or terminate personal care
services when service to the client presents an immediate threat to the health or safety
of the client, the provider, or others, or when services that are available are not
adequate to prevent a threat to the health or safety of the client, provider, or others.
