The proposed amendments address a legislative

mandate to provide training requirements for limited scope X-ray operators and adopt the

applicable Nuclear Regulatory Commission rules by reference. The X-ray rules reflect all X-ray

registrants and service providers. The adopted Nuclear Regulatory Commission rules affect all

state radioactive material licensees and those Nuclear Regulatory Commission and Agreement

State licensees entering North Dakota under reciprocity. The proposed amendments are

expected to have an impact on the regulated community in excess of $50,000 over the six-year

period.
