TAKE NOTICE that the State of Board of Animal Health will hold a public hearing to address
proposed amendments to North Dakota Administrative Code, Title 48-09-01-02 at 9:00 a.m. on
Thursday, July 1, 2010, in the Missouri River Room, State Capitol Building, 600 East Boulevard
Avenue, Bismarck, North Dakota. The purpose of the proposed amendment addresses a fee
increase for brand inspection from seventy-five cents to one dollar per head at the request of the
North Dakota Stockmen’s Association.
