1. History and function. The agricultural products utilization commission
was established by the legislative assembly in 1979. Its functions indude
administering a fuel tax fund and a subsidy program for agriculturally
derived alcohol-blended fuels. The commission is now authorized by
North Dakota Century Code chapter 4-14.1 to provide assistance to
agriculturally related industry.
