The hearing will be held at 1:00

p.m. on Thursday, September 8,2011, in Room 212, Judicial Wing, 600 East Boulevard

Avenue, Bismarck, NO. The purpose of the proposed amendments: changes certified

food safety professional to certified professional - food safety qualifications; updates

food code to be consistent with federal model food code; updates food and life safety

requirements for bed and breakfast facilities; establishes provisions for the regulation

and registration of nurse aides, home health aides, and medication assistants I and" by

the state Health Department; and establishes fire and life safety code provisions for

assisted living facilities. The amendments are not expected to have an impact on the

regulated community in excess of $50,000. No taking of real property is involved in

these rulemaking actions.
