NOTICE OF INTENT TO AMEND 
ADMINISTRATIVE RULES RELATING TO 

N.D.A.C. CHAPTER 75-02-05 
PROVIDER INTEGRITY

TAKE NOTICE that the North Dakota Department of Human Services will hold 
a public hearing to address proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code chapter 
75-02-05 at 2:00p.m. on Tuesday, April 3, 2012, in Bismarck, N.D. in the AV Room­
Room 212, located on the second floor of the Judicial Wing of the State Capitol. 

The proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code chapter 75-02-05, Provider 
Integrity, are necessary to incorporate Medicaid federal language and requirements, 
and to further refine the program integrity and fraud and abuse rules. 

The proposed changes are as follows: 

Section 75-02-05-01 is amended to clean up outdated language. 

Section 75-02-05-02 is amended to clean up outdated language. 

Section 75-02-05-03 is amended to add definitions and clarify existing 
definitions. 

Section 75-02-05-04 is amended to clean up outdated language, to establish 
a seven year record retention requirement for providers, to clarify the 
responsibility for costs associated with producing records, and to clarify that 
providers cannot bill recipients for services rendered if the provider has not 
followed all Medicaid requirements. 

Section 75-02-05-05 is being amended to clean up outdated language and to 
identify that the Medical Services Division can terminate a provider if the 
provider is suspended, excluded, terminated or sanctioned by another state's 
Medicaid program. 

Section 75-02-05-06 is being amended to clean up outdated language, and to 
further define the investigation process. 

Section 75-02-05-07 is being amended to clean up outdated language, to 
incorporate an educational program requirement for applicable providers, to 
incorporate impositions of sanctions for providers, and to further define the 
types of sanctions the Medical Services Division may impose on providers. 
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Section 75-02-05-08 is being repealed as the requirements of that section are 
being incorporated into section 75-02-05-07. 

Section 75-02-05-09 is being amended to clean up outdated language, and to 
clarify provider appeal rights. 

Section 75-02-05-10 is being repealed as the requirements of that section are 
being incorporated into section 75-02-05-07. 

The proposed amendments are not anticipated to have an impact on the 
regulated community in excess of $50,000. No taking of real property is involved in 
this rulemaking action. 

Copies of the proposed rules are available for review at county social services 
offices and at human service centers. Copies of the proposed rules and the 
regulatory analysis relating to these rules may be requested by telephoning (701) 
328-2311. Written or oral data, views, or arguments may be entered at the hearing 
or sent to: Rules Administrator, North Dakota Department of Human Services, State 
Capitol- Judicial Wing, 600 E. Boulevard Ave., Dept. 325, Bismarck, ND 58505-
0250.
