Revisor of the Legislative Council approved the numbering?
9. [ Are proper numbering and indentation styles chosen for different sections of the bill: 90-91
sections, subsections, subdivisions, etc?
10. | Is existing law overstruck and new law underscored? Is it in proper order, overstrike 14
before underscore?
11. | Is the draft clear, concise, consistent, and complete? 86, 94
12. | Has the bill or resolution been checked for proper capitalization, punctuation, spelling, [ 86-88, 96-98,
and grammar? Including proper: 102-103
Departmental names 91-94
Use of numbers 99, 102
Citations to federal and state law 89
13. | Does the language in the document conform with Legislative Council style and grammar 85-103
guidelines?
