
FULL NOTICE OF INTENT TO ADOPT AND AMEND  
ADMINISTRATIVE RULES 

 
TAKE NOTICE that the North Dakota Peace Officer Standards and Training Board will 

hold a public hearing to address proposed amendments to N.D. Admin. Code 109-02 at 10:00 

A.M. on April 27th, 2026, at the Bureau of Criminal Investigation, 1720 Burlington Drive Suite B, 

Bismarck, ND. The purpose of the proposed amendments to the rules is to implement statutes, 

improve the rules, update fees, and to bring the rules into compliance with board interpretations. 

The proposed rules create definitions for challenge, enrolled, sponsored college student, and 

sponsoring university or college.  The proposed rules provide authority for a sponsored college 

student to attend the North Dakota law enforcement training academy and add options for an 

applicant to request a partial waiver from attending the full academy. The proposed rules clarify 

the number of training hours that can be completed online and in person.  The proposed rules 

also create a peace officer license suspension fee.  

The proposed rule amendments are not expected to have an impact on the regulated 

community in excess of $50,000.   

The proposed rulemaking implements bill number 2165, enacted during the most recent 

legislative session, concerning the authority of the Peace Officer Standards and Training Board 

over fees for licenses.  

The proposed rules may be reviewed at the office of the Peace Officer Standards and 

Training Board, 1720 Burlington Drive, Suite B, Bismarck, ND, 58504.
